The 119thmeeting of the Zumbro FallsCouncilwasbroughtto order at 7:00PMon October14,2009,
with all members present. Christenson made a motion to accept the Clerk's Minutes and seconded by

Solomonson. The Treasurer's report acceptance motion was made by Solomonson, seconded by
Wilhelm.

NIMSIS300

class to be held 12/11 & 12/13 is set up for officers Dan has asked members about long distance phone

calls made on the phone, but doesn't know who is responsible. The fire extinguisher for the mower

shed was purchased. Jon Harrington is stepping down after 17 years at the end of December after taking
a job in Madison. Fire Prevention Open House willbe October 31, 2009 with fun for both adults & kids.

The fire truck savings account willbe closed &the money put into checking. Todd Glander was at the
meeting presenting his proposal for the antenna on the tower. The 3 antennas are 3 feet tall and will

be put 10 feet above the railingson the tower along with the dish. We are lookingat setting up a web

cam monitor at sewage pump. We are currently locked into a 2 year contract with Embarq, but Todd

willoffer us free access. He is currently lookingat paying rent based on number of clients. Agrace

period willbe granted him until March 1, 2010, so he can develop the 10 watt power usage system and

get a customer base. He currently has 40 clients and expects that to span well over 100. We need a

copy of his insurance & he willneed to sign a waiver. Van De Walker checking on our liabilityin this

matter.

General Construction willdrain down, test & patch the tower yet this Fall. Attorney's working on
Pussycat ordinances and revisions. LMCsent a letter notifyingof updates of ordinances for 2009 is

available. Fivecopies would cost around $600 and a word processing cd would cost $35. Christenson
willcheck on this. Van DeWalker said we had received the Covenant for the new addition and is

available for CouncilMembers to review. Weather permitting the new swingset will be put up this

weekend. The grass isgrowing well. We are waiting for a ruling on the Eischens lawsuit. Hopefullywe
will recoup money spent on attorneys after the ruling. The tree trimmer was purchased. Ordinances

are being worked on to be implemented by year end even though the Pussycat has not been open.

Christenson said the model home is being looked at. He passed out a letter he proposes to send out

for delinquent water & sewer billsto notify residents that unpaid billswillbe assigned to property taxes.

The County needs to be notified of assignment by November 30. Councilgave him the ok to send the 6

letters. We are going to hold off on paying lawyer fees, since our general checking isgetting low. City

Clerkto check on insurance portion for Fire Dept. Motion to pay billsand adjourn made by
Christenson, seconded by Solomonson.
